The new facility will support cutting-edge energy technology
projects that may otherwise not be bankable during their pre-
commercial stage, covering the higher risk faced during the
construction and initial operating stages. Specifically, InnovFin
Energy Demo Projects will provide loans to first-of-a-kind
commercial-scale industrial demonstration projects in the fields of
renewable energy and hydrogen and fuel cells, helping to bridge
the gap from demonstration to commercialisation and
contributing to the broader objectives of the Energy Union and the
Strategic Energy Technology (SET) Plan.
