Moreover, the 1st ever EU Algae Awareness Summit, which was held on 5-7
October 2023 at the Maison de I'Océan in Paris, kicked off a process to pro-
mote and raise awareness among EU Member States’ administrations and the
public on the benefits of algae-based products and algae farming. Through the
algae sector updates from global and European algae sector leaders, high-level
speeches, participatory group discussions, workshops and an exhibition area
with algae products and a virtual experience, event participants learned about
algae’s multifaceted contributions to society and (hopefully) got inspired to in-
crease their support for the algae sector.

After the summit, Bluelnvest and EU4Algae co-hosted the first-ever e-
Pitching session dedicated to the algae sector on 11 October. This exclusive
initiative was meant for five top projects, where five selected companies (out of
the 36 applications received) were EU-based start-ups or small- to medium-
sized enterprises (SMEs) with a product, technology, or solution in the algae
sector, and had the chance to pitch their solution in front of a panel of poten-
tially interested investors.

Bank examines ten emerging seaweed markets and estimates that their
growth potential could be up to US$11.8 billion by 2030. Despite this
projection, much of the seaweed sector’s additional value remains un-
tapped - it has clear growth potential beyond its current markets.

Company, in partnership with The Nature Conservancy (TNC), examines
the potential to support significant near-term growth over the next five
to ten years in seaweed farming.

ture review, a survey, and in-depth interviews to investigate the potential
of 10 microalgae and macroalgae production systems in contributing to
animal feed requirements in the EU. It assesses the EU potential for algae
production that could be supported by current CO2 point-source emis-
sions and could contribute to animal feed requirements.

Framework for Governments, 2023: The purpose of this paper is to
provide a practical framework to guide governments in catalysing and
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scaling up public and private investment in Blue Carbon as part of their
blue economy development. It does this by describing in detail a Blue
Carbon Readiness Framework, a step-by-step, well-illustrated guide with
simple checklists.
