• Major gaps: Arctic Sea, Black Sea, Mediterranean Sea (especially southern part)

• Why can’t we access missing data for unlocking via EMODnet 
• Provider concerns with sensitive information (e.g. industry providers)
• Historical data “locked” in analogue documents
• Researchers not keen on sharing data
• Shortage of human resources (e.g data managers, taxonomists, …)
• War in the Ukraine

• What can we do more to ensure these are ingested/opened
• Enforce data sharing policies in EU funded projects
• Data sharing becomes a metric that can be used by researchers for career progression
• Provide data traceability/usage to data providers
• Avoid creation of data silos
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
