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The project NADA POLA BORDA (Nothing Overboard: cleaning the seabed) is a pilot
scheme aimed to remove and manage waste material lying on the seabed whithin the
rias and around the coast of Galician; the same marine grounds that are commonly
worked by the Galician coastal and small scale fishing fleet.
