• The Metadata standard for alpha-numerical data is 
based on the SDMX standard (Statistical Data and 
Metadata eXchange) ISO 17369 that is used by several 
international institutions. 

• The Geographical data that will be used for the portal is 
based on the Israeli metadata standard for geographical 
information – ISO 19115 

• The solution is suitable for  international and 
Israeli standards of databases and metadata 
management.

 Step 1: Collecting metadata through a review of the 

websites 

 Step 2: Sending the metadata list to the organizations 

 Step 3: Meetings with organizations in order to receive 

more information 

 Step 4: Completion of the data by the organization (if 

necessary).
