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Note to the Interservice Group on Integrated Maritime Policy (11.11.2010)
Subject: Roadmap for integrated maritime surveillance
On 20 October 2010 the Commission adopted its Communication on a draft Roadmap towards establishing the Common Information Sharing Environment for the surveillance of the EU maritime domain
. This Communication was transmitted to the Council and the European Parliament. The Roadmap establishes a six-step Roadmap and a timetable feeding into an Impact Assessment and possible legislative proposal(s) by the end of 2013 to enable national authorities across the EU to exchange their maritime surveillance data in a lawful, practicable and cost-efficient manner.
As foreseen in this Roadmap the Commission is in the final phase of creating the Technical Advisory Group ('TAG') to which all seven maritime surveillance user communities, the relevant Agencies and both pilot projects on integrating maritime surveillance will be represented. DG MARE asked relevant DGs to nominate representatives from their respective user communities
.  These TAG members are mainly high level experts employed by a Member State's public authority. The work of the TAG is foreseen to start on 19 November 2010 and to last until December 2012. The Commission will regularly inform the Member States on the progress made by the TAG and getting their feedback. 
Coordination within the Commission has been taking place within a dedicated Interservice subgroup on the integration of maritime surveillance. It is chaired by DGs MARE/D1 and counts on the active participation of DGs MOVE, HOME, JRC, ENTR, ENV, TAXUD, RELEX, INFSO, AIDCO, ECHO and others. Additionally it liaises with the Member States via the Commission's Member States Expert subGroup on the integration of maritime surveillance. DG MARE intends to continue this successful scheme of internal coordination within the above Interservice subgroup and informing the IMP Interservice group of the milestones reached.
I would also like to share with you the Commission's intention to present the above mentioned Roadmap to the Third Working group meeting on Integrated Maritime Policy in the Mediterranean to be held on the 24 November 2010 in Berlaymont.
