Phytoplankton are miniscule single-celled algae that drit at the surface of the ocean and account
for up to 50,, i oxygen in our atmosphere and form the basis for all marine lite’. Just ike plants, they contain the green pigment chiorophyll, which allows
them to use the energy of sunlight to transform CO, to sugars and oxygen. As such, they are the primary producers at the base of the marine food chain.

As they require both nutrients and sunlight to grow, phytoplankton are not uniformly distributed across the ocean. Because of the distinct green colour of the
x chloophyl igmen. we can uss optcl sleit ssnsrs o visusliss the dsrbulon of chorophyl and thus the phytopankton n our oceans. Thess satlle
observations are then calibrated with in-situ chlorophyll concentration measurements like the ones offered by EMODnet Chemistry.
